Overview: Echo Class Aviation Support Vessels have not been seen in a long time, but they are now, in the age of extreme ranged fighting, more necessary than ever.


Aviation Support vessels basically provide large scale space for complete fighter overhauls and construction that simply cannot take place on a carrier. Although they can carry up to twelve fighters on short-term deployments, most of the internal space on an Echo is dedicated to providing support facilities to the dozens of different types of fights in AF service.


Echo’s are also used for training ships, particularly if the fleet they are assigned to is currently docked in their anchorage or undergoing a general overhaul. They are cheaper to run even than Washington class ships, and so allow an inexpensive but valuable training run to pilot and fighter control cadets.
