RESTRICTED PLANETS: Mercury has become a planetary landfill where recyclable items are converted into usable material, and non-recyclable items are launched into the sun or left in massive trash vaults. Venus is closed to everyone but scientists, and nothing except the robotic garbage haulers are allowed to travel sunward of Venus’s orbit. 

EARTH/LEGO PLANET: In 2037, almost all the citizens of Earth were relocated to the newly established asteroid cities, and the planet was dedicated to agriculture, and now produces most of the system’s food. The seat of political power remains here as well.

MARS: The energy crystals mined here have become a major source of power for the Sol system. Today, it is mainly inhabited by human miners, as many of the Martians had  relocated to colonies in the outer planets so as to escape the hostile Crystaliens, who were later subjugated and now are used as extra labor in the mines.

ASTEROID BELT: The most densely populated region of the solar system. Most of the system’s inhabitants reside in huge domed cities, all linked by a teleport network. It is divided into ten sectors. Sector 6 is the quintessential ‘bad side of town.’ Crime is increasing, the Black Hole Gang is thought to have several hideouts there, and some of the artificial gravity generators are on the brink of failure.

OUTER PLANETS: These are not of much interest to the Space Police. In fact, they are not of much interest to anyone at all except scientists and colonists. The Jovian system is home to several science outposts, one of them a space station in orbit around Io, as well as two major Martian colonies on Ganymede and Callisto. There is an ice and water mine on Europa. The Saturnian system holds another Martian colony, located on Iapetus. Uranus and Neptune are of no interest to anyone, but there is another ice mine on Neptune’s moon Triton. 

KUIPER BELT: Ice mines all throughout the Kuiper Belt provide nearly all the solar system’s water. There are several different mines on Pluto, which is a capital of sorts for the belt. Squidman’s pitstop is rumored to be located somewhere here, although it is just as likely to be in the outer planetary systems or even hidden somewhere in the asteroid belt.
