John Williams one of the more well known movie score composers. He was born on February 8, 1932 and since then has earned 45 academy award nominations.

He has written many famous movie scores including the music from movies like Starwars, ET, Jaws, Jurassic Park, the first three Harry Potter films and also composed the movie for the Indiana Jones series. Of all of them, Starwars was selected in 2005 as the greatest American movie score of all time.

John Williams was born in Floral Park, NY. Later on, when his family moved to Los Angeles, California, he studied composition with Mario Castelnuovo-Tedesco.

When Williams was drafted into the military in 1952 he began to compose music for the Air Force band. Williams was discharged in 1954 and went to Juilliard. 

Then he began to study piano with Rosina Lhevinne. 

William returned to Los Angeles later on and began to start composing music for films. He worked with many composers. He worked with Franz Waxman, Bernard Herrmann, and Alfred Newman.

He began establishing himself in composition by doing some of the big films of that time such as The Towering Inferno, Earth Quake, and the Poseidon Adventure. Then Williams was invited to work on the music for the movie, The Sugerland Express, by Steven Spielburg. They then got together for another film, Jaws, where Williams composed the famous Jaws theme. There working together eventually led to Williams being introduced to one of Spielburg’s friends, George Lucas, which led to John Williams composing the music for Starwars Episode IV: A New Hope. Williams has composed the music for every one of Spielburg’s films except for two. (The Color Purple and Twilight Zone: The Movie.) 

John Williams has received two Emmy Awards, seven BAFTA’s, eighteen Grammy Awards, and has been included in the American Classical Music Hall of Fame and the Hollywood Bowl Hall of fame. In 2004 he won the Kennedy Center Honor and many other awards as well.

In short, I think he’s the best composer of all time.
