The script shows the creative process and some of the planned details.  My "director's commentary" (all text in blue) was added shortly after the film was completed, so that others can get the inside scoop on the film, as well as my thoughts.

Scene 1
 

[In a complex; metal walls, a computer terminal or two, high-tech looking area.  The room is fairly open, with plenty of room for a furious lightsaber duel]

 

This scene was a test, not intended for a movie. I was originally trying to see if I could do a 2 sabers on 1 fight as was done briefly in SW Episode II between Anakin & Dooku.  It looked good so I used it as a basis.
 

[Lightsaber fight between Darth Boingo and Diavo Jinx.  It is fast paced and furious, Diavo has 2 lightsabers and Darth Boingo 1 but Darth Boingo continues to keep his ground.  At one point Diavo is Force Pushed backwards and slides several yards backwards.  Darth Boingo rushes him but Diavo runs up the wall to evade Darth Boingo’s lightsaber.  Diavo back-flips off the wall landing in front of Darth Boingo.  Diavo ignites his sabers but Darth Boingo gets the drop on him and knocks each out of Diavo’s hands with 2 strong swings.  Darth Boingo then Force Grips Diavo for a few seconds, lifting him a foot above the ground.  Diavo chokes in obvious pain.  Darth Boingo tosses Diavo at a wall.  Diavo’s head hits the wall and he is instantly knocked unconscious, lying on his back.]

 

 

Scene 2
 

[Inside Yoda’s hut on Dagobah (a swampy planet).  Swamp trees are visible from the small windows.  Diavo is lying asleep on a makeshift bed in the same position as at the end of Scene 1.  He wakes with a jolt, sitting up.]

Note that is was before LEGO released the Yoda's Hut set... the one I made was sufficient.
 

DIAVO

Ugh!

 

I added a clip of Joe doing some Force Training just to show that he's there.
 

YODA

[approaching Diavo]  Nightmare did you have?

 

DIAVO

Again!  I’ll never forget that day.

 

YODA

Forget it you must.  Move on, yes.

 

DIAVO

No, I’ve been tainted with the Dark Side; I can never be pure again! [he gets up]  I must go.

Darth Boingo "poisoned" Diavo (who was a light [good] Jedi) when he took Diavo to the Sith Temple.  He no longer feels the "pure" side of the Force.
 

[Dagobah, outside Yoda’s hut. Swampy]

 

[Diavo is briskly walking out of Yoda’s hut, toward and past Joe.  Diavo bunks into (shoulders) Joe as he passes him.

 

JOE

Why I oughtta…  [half playfully]

 

[Joe Force Pulls Diavo back to him.  Diavo turns around to face Joe.]

 

DIAVO

Oh yeh?!

 

[Diavo Force Pushes Joe backwards.  Joe is sent flying backwards to the ground and slides on his butt right up to Yoda, who is now standing outside his doorway.]

 

[Dagobah.  In a clearing of the swamps, a large red space craft sits, with its rear gang-plank down.  It is Diavo’s ship, The Raven.  HoloGraphic Wells (HG) is standing at the entry way at the top of the gang-plank.  Diavo walks up the gang-plank into the ship.]

I love The Raven -- she's my best space ship to date (and in my years I've built a lot of 'em).  There are a lot of moving parts, and almost all of the top hinges up!  I also like the all red theme -- it's different.  The original Raven was about 1/4 the size and was modeled from Mara Jade's ship in Jedi Knight: Mysteries of the Sith (where I also got the idea for the Sith Temple).  The original Raven looked dinky, so I beefed her up... A LOT.
 

DIAVO

Let’s blow this joint.  [mad]

 

[Short pause as Diavo walks across the ship towards the cockpit.]

 

HG
Where are we going to?  HG speaks perfect grammar (often at least)
 

DIAVO

Dromund Kaas – the Sith Temple.  [pause, then show Diavo in the pilot’s seat, he looks up to the camera and says:]  I’ve got a score to settle.

 

[The Raven’s gang-plank retracts, and it takes off vertically.  The wings then go horizontal and The Raven accelerates forward and slightly upward.]

 

[Dagobah: outside Yoda’s hut again.  Yoda & Joe stand together by the doorway.  They watch The Raven go off into the distance.]

 

YODA

Much anger do I sense with him.

 

JOE
Ya don’t need the Force to sense that.

 

YODA

[turning toward Joe]  Go you must.  Protect your cousin.  Beware the Dark Side.

 

JOE
Yes, master Yoda.  [bows respectfully]

 

[Dagobah: another clearing in the swamps.  Joe’s smaller ship, black and yellow, sits there.  Joe approaches it and gets in the cockpit.  It takes off and flies away.]

 

[Dagobah: outside Yoda’s hut again.  Yoda is still standing in the same position; he watches Joe’s ship fly away.]

 

YODA

May the Force be with you.

 

 

Text Screen:
 

On route to

Dromund Kaas…

 

 

Scene 3
 

[Interior of The Raven.  Metal walls, painted red, no sign of real décor.  Diavo stands alone, but as he speaks, HG appears by materializing in an orange flash of light.]

This is a simple set, not the actual inside of The Raven model (would be too cramped).
 

DIAVO

Do you think Joe’s following us?

 

HG
Of course, he’s your cousin.  You should not have left him.

That's right, you gotta take care of your cousins!!
 

DIAVO

I know… anger clouds everything…  [in distress]

 

HG

Yoda has warned you.

 

[Space: The Raven flies by the camera]

 

[Interior of The Raven.  Diavo sits at a small table with some tools. HG is standing there.]

 

DIAVO

I need to make another lightsaber, but from what?

Jedi make their own lightsabers.  About 2 years before I made this film I actually made my own lightsaber from plumbing parts (a pipe, washers, etc).  It looked really good.
 

[HG dematerializes in an orange flash of light.  In a moment he walks in from off camera holding a grey pipe and an orange crystal.]

 

HG
Here’s a spare pipe and a crystal you’ll need.

 

[Space: The Raven flies by the camera]

 

[Space: The Raven in orbit of a greenish planet]

 

[Interior of The Raven.  HG is standing in front of a complicated looking piece of computer hardware with a display monitor in the wall. On the monitor is some sort of cryptic display, half holographic.  HG can easily understand it, but no one else can.]

 

HG
I can’t get a reading at all.

 

DIAVO

I know it’s here!  [looks at the computer display] How can you read that?

In the computer game "Mysteries of the Sith" when you're on Dromund Kaas you can't use your guns, for some reason the mysticism interferes with technology -- therefore the scanning equipment won't work for HG.
 

HG
Perhaps it would be wise to acquire a map.

 

DIAVO

[thinks it over for a split second]  Hmmm… Good idea, HG.  Set a course… for Nar Shaddaa.

Ahhh... a seedy criminal planet.
 

[Space: The Raven flies by the camera]

 

 
Text Screen:
 

Later on

Nar Shaddaa…

 

 

Scene 4
 

[Hangar on Nar Shaddaa (a moon covered with skyscrapers).  The “streets” are platforms & balconies attached to the sides of the skyscrapers, usually with no fencing.  A step over the edge is a long way down.  In the hangar is The Raven.  Its gang-plank lowers and Diavo walks down it.]

 

DIAVO

Keep the engines warm.  [waves hand a couple of times behind his head suggesting he has nothing to do with it]

 

HG

[materializes on the gang-plank behind Diavo]  Oh they’ll be nice and toasty.  Excellent quote from Titan AE.  But where are you going to?  perfect grammar again
 

DIAVO

[turns around to face HG]  To get a drink!   SW Ep2 quote =)
 

 

Scene 5
 

Every one of my films needs a cantina!
[A cantina.  Well lit but not colorful, it’s mostly grey and brown.  The dozen tables are all full, several people stand at the square bar, which is in the center of the room. One of those is a man in a dark cloak with a hood on.  Behind the bar at the back of the cantina there is a pole dancer and several gentlemen are watching her.  The front door to the cantina opens and Diavo walks in.  On Diavo’s way to the bar, a sickly young man approaches him.]

Once I saw in SW Ep2 it I HAD to put the Death Sticks bit in!  And many people told me they loved that I did. =) 

 

MAN

Would ya like to buy some death sticks?  [he flashes some colorless sticks in his hand]

 

DIAVO

[waves his hand, air of confidence]  You don’t want to sell me death sticks.

 

MAN

[confused/hypnotized] I— I-- don’t wanna sell you death sticks… [puts away the death sticks and walks away]

 

[Diavo walks up to the bar]

 

BARTENDER

[scruffy voice] What’ll it be?

 

DIAVO

Ruby Bleils, cold.

The preferred drink of SW guys (such as Kyle Katarn & Lando on Nar Shaddaa in Jedi Outcast)
 

[Bartender turns his back and fixes the drink, then gives it to Diavo.]

 

BARTENDER

Here ya go.

 

[Diavo drinks, then puts his cup down.  He glances over to see a Rodian has just walked up next to him at the bar.]

 

RODIAN

YOU had better have a good reason for looking ME in the EYE, MAGGOT. [draws a gun]

Awesome line from SW: The Phantom Menace computer game, a Rodian in Jabba's cantina says it to you: easy to miss!
 

[Diavo turns to face the alien.  He brushes back his cloak confidently and slowly pulls out his lightsaber.  Diavo briefly turns on his orange saber letting the Rodian get a good look at it.  The Rodian gets the idea, drops his gun, and backs away cautiously.]

 

RODIAN

Ok, ok…

 

[A tall black droid walks up to Diavo.  He is humanoid in shape, but with a boxy head with articulate lights for eyes]

 

8t88

[warningly] Don’t scare away the patrons, they have friends.

I love 8t88!
 

DIAVO

[toughly] And I’ve got guns.

 

8t88

I see.

88's replies are short and concise.
 

DIAVO

I need to know the location of the Sith Temple on Dromund Kaas.

 

8t88

Naturally.

 

DIAVO

Who?  [pause]

Abbot & Costello's "Who's on First" cameo... =)
 

8t88

But what you seek there you will not find.

The man who killed your father is a Dark Jedi.

 

DIAVO

A Jedi?!

 

8t88

A DARK Jedi.

Great lines taken from Jedi Knight!
 

DIAVO

Right, Darth Boingo. [angry]

 

8t88

You can find him on the battle station at Despayre.

In orbit of the planet Despayre, according to the SW Encyclopedia, is where the Death Star was constructed
 

DIAVO

Quite a distance.

 

[The cantina’s front door is heard to open.  8t88 looks over Diavo’s shoulder, then back at Diavo.]

 

8t88

It seems you’re not going anywhere.

As in Jedi Knight, 8t88 makes a set up!
 

[The cloaked figure at the end of the bar reveals himself as he shouts and begins to run toward the front door:]

 

JOE

Diavo, run!

 

[The camera rotates to show where Joe is running to.  We see battle droids entering the cantina, blaster rifles in every droid’s hand.  Diavo darts out the back door, 8t88 has disappeared.  Joe ignites his saber in the aisle and takes a firm stance, ready to keep the droids away from Diavo’s escape.  The patrons remain at the tables, watching the events unfold.  A battle droid fires at Joe, and he reflects the blast away and it explodes on a wall.  All of the patrons get up and run in a mass exodus toward the back door.  Battle droids close in on Joe and he proceeds to kick droid butt.  The action keeps Joe on his toes but isn’t overwhelming.  At one point, several blaster shots come his way in rapid succession, and Joe dodges some and then does a back-flip Force Jump to land crouched behind the bar.  A gun is then pressed against Joe’s head.  He turns around to see the pissed-off bartender doing the pressing.]


BARTENDER

Look what ya done!

 

[Joe, fearing for his life, whips out his lightsaber and cuts off the hand the bartender is holding the gun with.  The bartender screams.  Just then, the front door opens, and two Destroyer droids, two stormtroopers, and more battle droids enter the cantina.]

 

STORMTROOPER

Hey, you there!

The way-overused line from Jedi Outcast!! lol
 

[Joe jumps out from behind the bar and darts out the back door.]

 

 

Scene 6
 

[Streets of Nar Shaddaa: a platform attached to the side of a skyscraper.  Joe is running along it, followed by stormtroopers, a small mob of angry patrons from the cantina (including the recently-maimed bartender), the 2 Destroyer droids.  Joe is shot at by several guns at once and he walks sideways up the wall to avoid being hit.  Then The Raven is seen flying by in the foreground.  It stops at the end of the platform.  The gang-plank opens and Diavo walks out on it, Joe is looking up at him.]

 

DIAVO

C’mon!

 

[Joe runs and Force Jumps onto the gang-plank.  Of course he begins to lose his balance upon landing and Diavo grabs his hand to help him steady.  The camera pans to the belly of The Raven: a large dual blaster gun turret drops down at rotates toward Joe’s pursuers.  The mob is shown getting pasted by rapid blaster fire from the turret: some guys fall apart, some fall off the platform, and the droids all blow up.]

 

Text Screen:
 

A short while later

on Diavo’s ship,

The Raven…

 

 

Scene 7
 

[Interior of The Raven.  Metal walls, painted red, no sign of real décor.  The table is in the middle maybe to the right of the screen.  Diavo is sitting at the table [left side], no cloak, but holding his lightsaber.  Joe is walks in from the right, and stands on the right side, with his cloak on.  HG is standing behind Diavo.]

 

JOE

That was close back there.  Thanks.

 

DIAVO

[mad]  I should have stayed and fought!  I could’ve handled them all!

He could have too -- the Force is strong with Diavo.
 

JOE

Diavo…

 

DIAVO

Instead I ran without thinking!

 

HG

You are not a coward.

Sympathy from the hologram... lol!
 

JOE

Even I couldn’t take them all.

 

DIAVO

[stands up] I can’t take the responsibility of The Force!  [he throws his lightsaber, it flies past Joe off screen [right]. Diavo turns and walks off screen [left] as he says:]   I’m through with it!

 

[Joe gets up and walks over to Diavo’s lightsaber.  He picks it up (Force Pull) and holsters it behind his cloak.

 

 

Text Screen:
 

Meanwhile

 on the Death Star

 at Despayre…

 

 

Scene 8
 

[Conference room, Darth Vader & Boingo together, both standing.]

Watch for the camera view through the Death Star window silhouetting Vader.  Note the raised clenched fist parts.
 

BOINGO

My lord, the Jedi escaped off Nar Shaddaa.

 

VADER

[breathes in]  I see.

 

BOINGO

But the droid, 8t88, set them up.  They should be headed here now.

 

VADER

[breathes in] Excellent.

 

BOINGO

At last, I will have revenge.

On The Raven…

 

 

Scene 9
 

[Interior of The Raven.  HG is standing in front of a complicated looking piece of computer hardware with a display monitor in the wall. On the monitor is some sort of cryptic display, half holographic.  HG can easily understand it, but no one else can.  Diavo and Joe are there as well.]

 

HG

Using the passcode Joe gave me, I hacked into the Rebel Alliance’s database.   ha, ha
 

DIAVO
And?

 

HG
The battle station is called the Death Star.

 

JOE

It’s the size of a small moon!  I've heard that before...
 

HG
No known weakness.

 

DIAVO

Hmm… let’s see if we can steal the blueprints…

My originally intended ending had HG copying the blueprints of the Death Star, then at the very end, he sends them to a Rebel allied ship in the area: The Tantive IV with Princess Leia on it (thus starting SW Ep4 "A New Hope")
 

HG
I’ll work on it when we get there.

 

DIAVO

Joe and I will infiltrate and find Darth Boingo…

 

HG
We will have to land on the planet.

 

DIAVO

Then stow away on a transport to the Death Star.

 

JOE
Yeh.

 

[Space: The Raven flies by the camera]

 

[Space: The Raven in orbit of a brown/grey planet]

 

 

[Despayre:  a featureless brown/grey planet.  We see a large clearing, with a few shrubs.  The Raven comes straight down into this clearing to land, wings vertical.]

 

 

[Inside The Raven.  Joe & Diavo are standing, Joe with a lightsaber [Diavo’s] in hand.  Diavo has his back to the camera.]

 

JOE

Don’t you want your lightsaber?

 

DIAVO

[turns around, displaying his blaster pistol]  Not more than I want this.  [he holds it in the air and cocks it (“chick-cha-chick”)]   Now we just need to find a transport…

 

[Despayre:  a featureless brown/grey planet.  The Raven is parked in a clearing.  The gang-plank extends, then Joe & Diavo walk down it.]

 

[Space:  a brown/grey planet (Despayre) is seen, with a grey moon (the Death Star) orbiting it.  A small white Imperial Shuttle [mini, minifig scale] is seen moving from the planet to the “moon.”]

We never filmed the scene with D & J hijacking (or stowing away on) the Shuttle -- we didn't need to.  Also, we made the mini minifig scaled Imperial Shuttle a full year before LEGO created theirs.
 

 

Scene 10
 

[A Death Star Hangar.  We see an Imperial shuttle, it’s rear door opens and Diavo and Joe are inside.]

 

DIAVO
[Looks left and right first] That wasn’t so hard.

 

JOE
Yeh.

 

DIAVO
Let’s go!

 

 

Scene 11
 

[Interior of the Death Star: hallways.  Metal themed with arches.  Diavo and Joe are walking down them.  They come across a stormtrooper or two and kill ‘em quickly.]

I got the idea for the design of the hallways from the Star Wars Lego stop motion video "trailer" by Jason Allemann & Deane Vanluven
 

 

Scene 12
 

[Interior of some room.  Darth Boingo sits on a big chair.  An officer approaches Darth Boingo.]

 

OFFICER
Intruders detected!  I activated the battle droid security.

The fig I used for the Officer makes me think of a peppy Hitler!! lol!  Watch the vid...
Battle droid security measures on the Death Star?  Hey, it could happen, pre-Episode IV.  Then they get replaced completely by stormtroopers... yeah... sure...
 

BOINGO

What?!  You fool!

He doesn't want Diavo dead, truly he wants Diavo to join him in the Dark Side, else kill him himself.
 

[Boingo Force Grips the officer, choking him, and tosses him against a wall.]

 

 

Scene 13
 

[Death Star hallways.  Joe and Diavo come across battle droids and kick ro-butt. At one point, several battle droid surround Joe and grab him, pulling him to the ground.  Diavo notices this, and in a rage goes to Force Push them to save Joe, but instead Force Lightning erupts from his fingers!  The battle droids are electrocuted and he electrocutes the door they are coming from, closing it and shorting out the circuit.  Joe and Diavo stare for a moment at Diavo’s hand, and Diavo gasps, knowing he has just used a Dark Side Force Power.]

Twenty frames of hand drawn Force Lighting took a while in Photoshop, all by hand!  I didn't use the "Actions" in Photoshop, which are basically macros, routines that do things for you.
 

 

Scene 14
 

[Interior of some room.  Darth Boingo stands by a big chair, the officer lays in the corner.  In front of Boingo stands Maria, a female dark Jedi.]

 

BOINGO
Maria, call off the battle droids!

 

MARIA

[bows] Yes my lord.

 

BOINGO

Dispose of Joe.  Leave Diavo for me.

 

MARIA

[bows again] Yes my lord.

Cheesey on purpose!  My sister was paid by the line. ;P
 

 

Scene 15
 

[Death Star hallways.  Joe and Diavo are walking and come to a door to a hangar.  They stop when Joe holds up his hand signaling caution.  He senses something.  The door opens and Maria is there, with a lightsaber at hand.  Joe ignites his saber.  Maria takes her time igniting hers.

 

JOE AND MARIA: DUEL

Takes place in a small hangar.  There is one small space ship in it, the one Joe & Diavo will escape on later.  Medium & fast style fighting.

End: Maria spins and on the way around “taps” Joe on one arm, then a leg.  His next attack takes off one of her arm: she screams like a girl!   After the scream, she lays limp.   D & J look at each other, then at the small ship.

It was more fun to do a "bullet time" end instead!
 

DIAVO

Ya know, we’re gonna have to get outta here in a hurry…

 

JOE
Yeh, let’s come back for this baby  (gestures toward the SHIP not the girl)  ;P
 

MARIA
[mutters]  Not my baby!  [then goes limp again]

 

D & J walk out of the hangar, and walk some more.]

 

Scene 16
 

[Death Star.  A large room.  Darth Boingo is there, and Joe & Diavo come in.  Diavo shoots at Boingo, but the shots are useless due to Boingo’s quick deflections.  Joe charges and unfortunately gets Force Lightning’d by Boingo, and he is thrown off to the side, hurt and his lightsaber is thrown to another side.  Diavo reaches out to Force Pull Joe’s lightsaber, but Boingo Force Pushes Diavo backwards.  (The lightsaber flies off in some direction, hopelessly lost/destroyed.)  Joe yells “Diavo!” and reaches to his back belt, revealing a lightsaber: Diavo’s!  Joe tosses it to Diavo, who catches it fine.]

 

DIAVO AND DARTH BOINGO: FINAL DUEL.

Starts with Diavo in fast/medium, but as his takes his first swings, Boingo is in heavy stance and over-powers Diavo.  Then mostly all heavy stance.  Saber locks?

 

****Boingo’s death…??  Something to leave possible survival in an Only-In-The-Movies way…****

...and reminiscent of Darth Maul, Boingo's idol.
 

After Boingo is killed, Joe and Diavo run down some hallways.

 

  They get to the hangar from before; Joe says “Let’s get to the hangar!”  They come in, kill a few stormtroopers.  In the hangar is the single small ship, seating two.

 

JOE
[looks around]  Where’s the girl?

 

DIAVO
Doesn’t matter, c’mon!

 

  Joe & Diavo get in and zip out of the hangar, down the hallways (busting the door).  Stormtroopers/battle droids are in the hallways trying to stop them, but they get run down.  They come to a large window, shoot it open and fly out.]

 

 

[External DS: the small craft coming out of a window.  The camera “zooms out” and we can only see more, gray DS exterior.]

 

 

[Space scene:  Despayre, The Death Star orbiting it, and a small craft flying from the DS to Despayre.]

 

 

[Scene:  Despayre.  The Raven is surrounded by battle droids.  The gang-plank is up.]

 

 

[Scene: Interior of The Raven.  HG is standing in front of the display]

 

HG

I hope Diavo and Joe are doing better…

 

 

[Scene:  Despayre landscape.  The small ship zipping by several times]

[Cuts to D & J in the cockpit]

 

DIAVO

Now, where did I park?  ;P
 

JOE
Uh, what’s that flashing red light?

 

DIAVO

What flashing red—it’s a bomb!!

 

JOE
Must’ve been the chick!

 

[External view:  the cockpit glass ejects, ship flying low.  D and then J jump out, the small ship blows up.  D & J flying into the cockpit of The Raven, HG opened it briefly.  The Raven takes off]

 

"Ending #2" is the name of the song from Tyrian that we used for the ending, and no joke intended, we didn't film the original ending but instead opted for the more dramatic silent ending.  It was an Ending #2 to match the song! ;P
