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Credits -- Intro
Credits play, soft fades of in and out upon a black background, a quiet dramatic, depressing, piano tune plays as the credits go by. 

INT -- Nathan’s Bedroom -- Night
There is one queen size bed, one night stand to the right of the bed; there is a lamp on it. The lamp is on. To the wall adjacent left of the bed, there is a dresser. The wall adjacent right of the bed has a closet that is two doors wide. It is closed. To the wall directly opposite of the bed, there is a mirror, just a lone mirror. It stands a little taller than Nathan. 

Nathan
Stands leaning upon the mirror. He quietly mumbles to himself. 

Nathan
(Mumbles) I can't believe she is gone. Father…

Nathan
Saddened, he goes to bed.

INT -- Nathan's Bedroom -- Morning

Nathan
Wakes up, he gets out of bed, and walks over to the mirror, he stands there silently;

Nathan
*sighs*

Nathan
Looks at the mirror, suddenly, his reflection grabs him and pulls him through the mirror.

INT -- Nathan's (Reflection) Bedroom -- Morning

Nathan
Gets off the ground, he is startled. He cannot believe what he just saw.

Nathan
Wha... What just happened?

Nathan (Reflected)
I can’t believe it worked! (Reversed)
Nathan
Realizes that Nathan (Reflected) talks backwards. So he walks over to the night stand where there is a piece of paper and a pencil. He writes, “We need a computer and a microphone.”
Nathan
Then holds the piece of paper up to the mirror. 
Nathan (Reflected)
Understands and he grabs a computer and a microphone from his closet.
Nathan
Walks over to the night stand and takes the lamp and sets it on the ground. He then rolls the nightstand into the middle of the room.
Nathan (Reflected)
Sets the laptop and the microphone on the night stand.
Nathan & Nathan (Reflected)
Both stand at the computer taking turns talking into the microphone and playing it in reverse.

Nathan
So do you like things I do?
Nathan
Then clicks something on the keyboard and the computer plays what he said in reverse.

Nathan (Reflected)
If you mean if I like to play video games, surf the internet, then yes. (Backwards)

Nathan (Reflected)
Then clicks something on the computer and the computer plays what he said forwards.

A montage of them goes by as the camera rotates around them.

EXT -- Outside Nathan’s (Reflected) House, Driveway -- Afternoon

Nathan’s (Reflected) mother pulls into the driveway in her red SUV. She gets out and walks inside. She hits the lock button and the SUV beeps.
INT -- Nathan’s (Reflected) Front Door -- Afternoon

Nathan’s (Reflected) mother walks in and closes the door behind her. She hears distant talking.

Nathan’s (Reflected) mother
Nathan, what’s going on? (Backwards)



INT -- Nathan’s (Reflected) Bedroom

Nathan (Reflected)
Oh crap! My mom is home! Get in the closet. (Backwards)
Nathan (Reflected)
Shoves Nathan into his closet and slams the door. Just then his mom walks in.

Nathan’s (Reflected) mother
What is going on here? Who were you talking to? (Backwards)

Nathan (Reflected)
Uhh… I was having a voice chat with someone I know online. (Backwards)

Nathan’s (Reflected) mother
You know I don’t like that, now turn it off and do your homework. (Backwards)

Nathan’s (Reflected) mother
Walks out of the room and closes the door.

Nathan (Reflected)
Opens the closet door and Nathan walks out. The two then walk over to the computer and start talking again.

Nathan
So what are we going to do?
Nathan
Clicks something on the keyboard and the computer plays what he said backwards.
Nathan (Reflected)
I’m not sure what to do abo- (Backwards)
Nathan’s (Reflected) mother
Suddenly walks into the room with the two standing at the computer.

Nathan’s (Reflected) mother
What are doing?! And who’s that? (Backwards)

Nathan (Reflected)
Mom! (Backwards)
Nathan (Reflected)
Runs out from behind the computer and confronts his mother.

Nathan (Reflected)
Uhh mom I can explain- (Backwards)

Nathan’s (Reflected) mother
Don’t explain anything, who is it. (Backwards)

Nathan (Reflected)
He’s a mirrored version of me. (Backwards)

Nathan’s (Reflected) mother
What? I don’t believe you. I’m calling the cops. (Backwards)

Nathan’s (Reflected) mother
Runs out of the room.

		


INT -- Nathan’s (Reflected) Living Room -- Afternoon

Nathan’s (Reflected) mother
Stands at the end table with the phone in her hand.

Nathan & Nathan (Reflected) 
Both run out of their room pass the mom and outside.

EXT -- Nathan's (Reflected) Driveway -- Afternoon

Nathan & Nathan (Reflected) 
Both run out to the red SUV and Nathan (Reflected) gets in the driver seat and Nathan gets in the passenger seat. The SUV turns on and it backs out of the driveway and drives off recklessly.  

EXT -- Trivium Avenue -- Afternoon
The SUV drives down Trivium Avenue recklessly swerving around cars and blowing past stop signs. They turn down another street.

EXT -- 110th Street -- Afternoon
The SUV drives down the street, then a police pulls out of an alleyway and follows the SUV. Another police car then pursues as well. The three vehicles speed down the street dodging cars. One of the police cars nicks a yellow sedan and the yellow sedan spins out of the way. The three cars then turn onto a crossroad.
EXT -- Dirt Crossroad -- Afternoon
The three vehicles drive down the cross road which is surrounded by crops on both sides.
