Opening Scene: The deck of a Spanish vessel.

1-1 : Track to right. Shot creates depth.
1-2 : No camera movement
Sailor: Sir, we are almost ready to set sail.

1-3 : No camera movement

Captain: Good work.

1-4 : No camera movement

Watchman in crows nest: Captain!

Watchman:  A ship! 

Captain looks up.
1-5 : No camera movement
Captain: What kind of ship?

Watchman: It looks like an English privateer. It might be Drake.

1-6 : No camera movement
Captain: The Dragon! Pirating scum! 

1-7 : Camera a little farther to the left.
Watchman: He’s seen us. His ship is turning this way.
1-8 : Camera rotates around captains head. Lower, more eye level.
Captain: All hands to deck! I want this ship moving!

Scene switches to aboard Drake’s ship.
Drake is standing next to a sailor in the bow.
2-1 : No camera movement
Sailor: Yep. They’re running.

Drake: (Chuckles) Cowardly Spaniards. We’ll teach them a lesson.

Drake turns and walks toward the rear of the ship.

2-2 : Camera tracks to follow Drake walking.
Drake: All right! Cannon hatches open! Prepare for battle. 

Scene flips back to the Spanish ship.
3-1 : No camera movement.
Sailor: They’ll catch us. We can’t outrun them.

3-2 : No camera movement.
Captain: Don’t be a fool. I can see for myself.

3-3 : No camera movement.
Sailor: If we turn, maybe we could get a shot at them. 

3-4 : No camera movement.
Captain: No. I have a better idea.
3-5 : No camera movement. 

Captain: Pierre! Raise a surrender flag.

Pierre: Sir?

3-6 : Straighten out camera a bit more.
Captain: Do it! Now!

Scene flips to Drake’s ship.
4-1 : No movement.
Sailor at the bow: Sir – they’ve raised a surrender flag.

Drake: Surrendering without a fight. Hah. Typical Spaniard.

4-2 : Maybe pull out a little farther. No movement.
Drake: All right. Pull alongside them. 

Insert shot of both ships. 
The two ships pull together.

5-1 : No movement.
Spanish Captain: We surrender. Take our goods, but leave us the ship to go back home.
5-2 : Maybe change shot to an over-the-shoulder shot past Drake to the Spanish Captain.
Drake: Sounds like a deal. We’ll check your hold to see what you’re carrying.

5-3 : No movement.
Spanish Captain: Mostly gold, and some…  FIRE!!!

5-4 : Lots of effects. Water meeting ship, cannon fire. Hopefully cannon fire will cover up any mistakes with the water meeting the ship.
The Spanish ship fires directly into Drake’s vessel.

Drake’s ship is blown back.

5-5 : No movement.
Drake: Cowards. Fire!

Drake’s ship fires directly toward the Spanish ship.

5-6: No camera movement. Sailor walks onto the screen. 
Spanish Captain: Again! 
Sailor: Captain, the gun deck was damaged when they fired. We’re having trouble down there.

Drake’s ship fires again.

5-7 : No camera movement.
Sailor: They’ll sink us, sir.

5-8: No movement. Captain raises a white surrender flag. 
Captain: (raises white flag and calls out) We surrender! We surrender!

Scene flip to Drake’s ship
5-9 : Slow rotate around Drakes head. Very slow. 
Drake: Oh no you don’t. You tried that already. Think I’m going to believe you now?
Drake: Fire.

Scene ends as Drake’s ship unleashes a final blast of cannon fire.

Scene2: The palace of Phillip II King of Spain
Phillip is standing at a table with two men.
Phillip: This is outrageous! A common pirate, raiding our ships under protection of the 
filthy English! 

Man1: We are already on the brink of war. This could be the excuse we need to attack 
England. It might not be so bad after all.

Phillip: Yes. Our Armada is the most powerful fleet on earth. We could defeat England, 
and also take her colonies in the new world. 

Man2: And untold riches await us there. If this all works out as planned, we could be a 
massive empire in just a few years.

Phillip: Not if, admiral, we will become an empire.
Scene 3: England. Drake has returned. 
Queen Elizabeth is talking to a messenger.

QE: Hmm. He wants me to stop Drake. War is inevitable. My little dragon is becoming 
more and more profitable, is he not?

M: You are correct. And king Phillip of Spain has placed a bounty of 20,000 ducats on 
his head.

QE: Yes. Many a city has been valued at less. But if war breaks out, the skill of Francis 
Drake could be exceedingly useful to us. He can help us defeat Spain. We must 
not waist his talent.

Scene 4: Elizabeth knights Drake
Elizabeth: Rise, Sir Francis Drake.

Drake: It is an honor to serve you, my queen. 

Elizabeth: And a promotion to Vice Admiral would assist you, would it not? 

Drake: (bows) Your majesty is very gracious. 
Elizabeth: Make valuable use of your position. Spain will come. What follows will determine the history of mankind.

Scene 6: Battle
Drake climbs up from below deck. Nighttime.
Sailor: There they are: The Spanish Armada.
Drake: All right. You have the lantern?
Sailor: Yes sir. 

Drake: Hang it from the mast so the rest of the ships can follow us. We’ll lead the 
defense.

Sailor: Yes, sir.

Drake’s ships creep through the water.

Sailor: Sir, we have a good sighting of their lead ship. They’re trying to sail directly into 
the English channel. 

Drake: I know that ship! It’s the Rosario! It’s carrying their admiral and most of their 
gold!

Sailor: We can’t capture it without facing the entire fleet. They’ll see our lantern, and 
we’ll be on the bottom of the ocean in no time at all.

Drake: That’s it! Extinguish the lantern! 

Sailor: But sir, the rest of our ships are following the lantern. They won’t know what to 
do.

Drake: Do it. If we can capture that ship, their Armada will be in total disorder.

Sailor puts out the lantern.
Scene switch to another English ship.
Captain: What? Where did the lantern go?

Sailor: I don’t know, sir. It just seemed to disappear. 

Captain: Doesn’t Drake know what he’s doing?

Sailor: I’d trust him. But we can’t do anything without a guide. We’ll have to stop here and wait for him.

Captain: And we know that right out there lays the entire Spanish Fleet. Shakes head.

Scene switch to Drake’s ship

Sailor: We’re coming closer.

Drake: Quietly, Quietly. When we get close enough, we’ll board her and take everything. Then we’ll destroy the ship. Hopefully, their guards will be asleep.

Sailor: Yes, sir. The men are ready. 

Drake’s ship heads towards the Spanish ship.
Drake: Now!

The sailors throw over planks and board the Rosario.

Insert fight scene.

Sailor: We captured the admiral. They have the gold. We’re bringing it to our ship.

Drake: Good work. Let’s get out of here before their fleet finds out we ransacked their ship.
Scene switch to other English ship.

Sailor: Captain, I can see the lantern.

Captain: Drake had better have a good excuse for this one.

Sailor: I’m sure he does.

Scene switch to Drake writing.

Drake’s voice as he writes: With their lead ship and admiral gone, defeating the rest of the Armada was no trouble at all. We drove them out to sea, then picked off their ships one by one. It was a glorious victory.

Camera moves down paper till it sees his signature, which reads:

Dragon
