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 An outgoing and helpful neighbor, father of four teenagers, husband, and loving brother, from Worchester, was charged for manslaughter after he had brutally beaten his brother who died yesterday night at the Boston Medical Center. 
“He’s a great guy and a great neighbor. Both of them are great people. I’ve never heard them argue in the hundreds of hours I’ve heard them together. They were the type of people to always help their neighbors with stuff”, one neighbor said of both brothers who always joked around and helped each other with things.

But both brothers, Christopher Hedstrom and Glen, had a heated argument and a violent fistfight in Prudential Center Mall Friday night, before Chris punched his older brother, Glen, 46, to the floor, causing injury to his head, according to David Procopio, a spokesman for Suffolk County District Attorney Daniel Conley. “But the nature of the argument is still unclear”, said Procopio.
“This is obviously a very tragic situation” Procopio said. Christopher Hedstrom was charged with assault and jailed on Friday night, where he spends the weekend. 
Procopio said the charge was increased to manslaughter after Glen’s death. 

Glen died 24 hours after the fight according to Daniel Conley, the spokesman for the Suffolk County district attorney and an autopsy is scheduled to find out the cause of death. Chris’s neighbor believes that Glen has a family.
Christopher Hedstrom will be arraigned today.
