LOCATIONS
You can travel to many places in the LEGO Planet.

LEGO City
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Once a great city, it is now only ruin and fire.  Many dangerous Mutant Dinos live here.  The main Dino Attack Headquarters is located here.  Recently, it is discovered that a sewage system leads to Dino Island.

Other Cities
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Of course, there are more cities besides LEGO City, but they all basically share three things - lack of Minifig population, rubble and fire everywhere, and Mutant Dinos everywhere.  These cities include World City and LEGO Town, among many others.
Castle Cove
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This was once home to many great medieval kingdoms, including the Black Falcons, Crusaders, Royal Knights, Fright Knights, and Morcia kingdoms.  Now, the mighty castles here are abandoned.  And with nobody on guard, not only are there the Mutant Dinos, but also the dreaded Dragons from the Dragon Masters and Fright Knight regions of Castle Cove...

Adventurers’ Island
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On this island built by the Adventurers as a tribute to Egypt, Amazon, and Dino Island, chaos is everywhere.  The Mutant Dinos are in battle with the regular Dinos, and many of the buildings are now ruins.  Fire has burned most of the jungle, and the ancient temples, tombs, and sphinxes are being deconstructed brick by brick.

LEGO Island
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Very little here was left intact when a Mutant Raptor found and ripped up the Constructopedia.  If the Constructopedia pages are recovered, it can be more easily reconstructed, but at the moment they are scattered and lost, and very well possibly destroyed.  LEGO Island was just recently destroyed by an accident involving the Constructopedia, and is thus inaccessible.

LEGO Studios
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What once was a great filming studio is filled with fire, rubble, and Dinos.  The Minifig Population, Cast, and Crew are all safe in Antarctica.  It is not yet known what happened to the tamed dinosaurs, though...
Antarctica
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Dinosaurs hate the cold, so most of the population of the LEGO Planet is hiding here.  Alpha Team makes sure that nobody freezes to death in their Antarctic Alpha Team Headquarters.  However, as Mutant Dinos slowly adapt to the freezing climate, the refugee facilities may be in great danger…
Pirates Forbidden Island
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A formerly pirate haven, now is a danger to all.  Many sharks and crocodiles patrol the area as well as Mutant Dinos.  Reports show that a sea serpent and the Kraken inhabit the seas around the island.

Eldorado Fortress
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Once home to the Imperial Guards and Governor Broadside, it is not a good place to make a vacation to.  While not as badly damaged as other parts of the LEGO Planet, the buildings are in poor shape, bridges destroyed, and, of course, there's the fact that sharks lurk in the seas surrounding the island...

Dino Island
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Once ruled by transforming dinosaurs, it is now in the hands of the Mutant Dinos.  Not even the dinosaur's transforming ability could defend their home for long.  They have been forced into a cave while the Mutant Dinos took over.  Recently, it has been discovered that Dr. Rex built his laboratory on this remote island, and that a subterranean tunnel leads from this island to LEGO City.  Contrary to popular belief, this is not the same Dino Island that Johnny Thunder explored.
Ogel’s Island

Home to Ogel’s Control Center, hidden inside a volcano surrounded by thick jungle.  But even Ogel fears the wrath of the Mutant Dinos.  Ogel's base still stands, and drones still patrol the island, but they are trying to fend off the Mutant Dinos rather than come up with the usual take-over-the-world plan.  Now that Ogel is working with the Dino Attack Team, most of his drones are on our side.

Goo Caverns
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Previously, Ogel used these volcanic underground caverns to gather special Goo for his Orb Production.  Other than being abandoned, not much has changed, but with the help of many Mutant Lizards, the place has become VERY unstable.  The Goo has certain properties that can "freeze" Mutant Dinos.  Unfortunately, in a recent mission, the Goo Caverns have nearly completely collapsed, so this location is mostly inaccessible.
Wild West
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Once the hot spot of the western frontier. The desert remains unchanged, still a desert. But the Fort Legoredo has mostly been burned down and the popular town of Gold City is knocked down into rubble.

Vikings Isle
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The icy shores and caves of Vikings Isle repel all Mutant Dinos except for Fire-Breathing Mutant Lizards and Mutant Pterasaurs.  Nonetheless, with no Vikings around to keep them away, wolves, dragons, and most deadliest of all, the Sea Serpents are on the loose.
Rest of the LEGO Universe
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Thankfully, the Mutant Dinos aren't capable of going to the rest of the LEGO Universe, thus planets such as Planet U, Mars, Xalax, Ice Planet 2002, Slizer, and Bara Magna are safe.  Unfortunately, this location is listed here NOT because you can travel here, but to say instead that you CAN'T travel here, because all LEGO Planet space stations as of now have been destroyed by the Mutant Dino invasion.
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
