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This is my first completed MOW (Maintence of Way) vehicle I've made on my own.  I've seen these vehicles while driving on the freeway but I've never actually seen one up close, so this model is not exactly a 1-for-1 design.





Actually, I was using a half-inch by two inch photograph of a HO scale model in a Walthers catalog to base the design from.  Mine is not as long or as detailed as a real one because I had to limit the wheelbase to the equivalent of a Lego 6x28 train base in order to make it Lego-compatable; even so, the buffers are farther away from the boogies than normal for Lego trains, so on a curve they may not strike correctly.





The TBR is a self-propelled matainence vehicle that grades, aligns, and cleans the gravel and components of the roadbed.  Lots of windows and lights so the workers can see what they're doing.





Because I didn't have even a second picture, let alone a real one to look at, many of the design details I made up as I went along.





Although I made sure all the parts I used are actual Lego-available part/color combinations, the yellow and black doors are very expensive nowadays.  The picture I used had a monochrome design, but I thought that looked too boring.
