A very war-hardened 19 year old, Shendel is all business, no play. Her favorite things to do is spar, joust, and ride at top speed on her steed. No time for social balls and fancy clothes for her. 

Queen Selena

Position: Queen of Auren 

Selena was the darling of her people even when she was very young. She had a greater ability to understand the dragons than any child had shown since the time of Gauld Kynslayer. Selena could calm, influence, and guide dragons by herself to a degree that took others years of training and the assistance of a drakheart stone. Her natural skill was later understood to be the beginning of a trend of the times. From her birth on, the Drakyn children have been more and more powerful. 

As the child of two Jade Kyth members, Selena grew up constantly in the company of dragons.
