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Faith Schools
· A Faith (also known as a Parochial school or a sect school) is a type of school in which religious education is taught in addition to conventional education. 

· Faith schools are usually either grammar schools or high schools that are run by churches or parishes.

· In the United States it is regarded is a type of private school, and is used to distinguish a school operated by a Catholic church from one operated by a Protestant church.

· Protestant, Anglican, and Catholic private schools are all known as "faith schools."

In British education, parish schools from the established church of the relevant constituent country formed the basis of the state funded education system, and many schools retain a church connection while essentially providing secular education in accordance with standards set by the government of the country concerned. These are often primary schools, and may be designated as name C.E. School or name C.E. (Aided) School, depending on whether they are wholly or partly funded by the church (the second is more common). The Roman Catholic Church also maintains schools.
