Alfred Hitchcock
Sir Alfred Joseph Hitchcock (August 13, 1899 – April 29, 1980) was an iconic and highly influential British filmmaker and producer, who pioneered many techniques in the suspense and psychological thriller genres.

After a very substantial career in his native United Kingdom in both silent films and talkies, Hitchcock moved to Hollywood and, in 1956, became an American citizen, also retaining his British citizenship.

Hitchcock directed more than fifty feature films, in a career spanning six decades, from the silent era, through the invention of sound films, and far into the color era. For a complete list of his films, see "Alfred Hitchcock filmography".

As a director, he was among the most consistently recognizable by the general public, and was one of the most successful of his lifetime. He continues to be one of the best-known and most popular filmmakers of all time.

The Birds

The Birds (1963) is a horror film directed by Alfred Hitchcock, loosely based on the short story of the same name by Daphne du Maurier. The film's innovative special effects, soundtrack, and apocalyptic theme influenced later "revenge of nature" disaster films. Unlike most other films of its era, The Birds did not have a music score or an ending in the conventional sense.

I found this film rather funny, due to the cheesy special effects and funny acting; however I don’t think it was supposed to be interpreted in this way in 1963, as it was meant to be a horror, and I cannot really have an opinion about the horror, because I didn’t see any, however it would probably have had more of an impact in a cinema, due to the surround sound etc and greater atmosphere.

My favourite shot in this film is when all the birds are collected on the children’s playground climbing frame, I liked the framing of the shot, and the fact that there were so many birds, was pretty funny, considering the woman was just sitting in front, and she didn’t realize. 

PSYCHO
Psycho is a 1960 suspense/horror film directed by auteur Alfred Hitchcock, from the screenplay by Joseph Stefano about a psychotic killer. It is based on the novel of the same name by Robert Bloch, which was in turn inspired by the crimes of Wisconsin murderer Ed Gein. The film depicts the encounter between a secretary, Marion Crane (Janet Leigh), who is in hiding at a motel after embezzling from her employer, and the motel's owner, the lonely Norman Bates (Anthony Perkins).

After only seeing the shower scene before, one of the most famous scenes, I didn’t really expect much from this movie. But it was quite interesting, and the ending was pretty funny, and was pretty unexpected. Hitchcock’s films seem to have something about them that make them funny.

One of the main things about the shower scene is that the knife used, actually touches the actresses skin for 2 or 3 frames, this makes it look more realistic, even if the camera angles are awkward, and the acting is a little cheesy, it was still effective, the water and blood running into the plug was a good shot, it sort of spirals in, and ends the scene.
