   The 65 ton Lynx-MkII Heavy mech unit is built around the twin 155mm heavy auto-cannons mounted one in each arm. The 155s while not the largest guns on the battlefield have the best mix of long range accuracy and a high rate of fire over many of today’s main guns. The Lynx also carries the Irving 140mm grenade launcher and twin 50mm chain guns.

   While on the move the Lynx can track up to 45 units be it friend or foe. The Lynx uses the Anderson Sky-link Target/tracking system to weed out fresh targets for its heavy payload. The Unit is powered by a next-gen. dual chamber fusion power plant. The Lynx’s top speed is still classified, but is thought to be around 64 kph.
While not a fast unit the Lynx carries a nice armor covering of 19 tons of Dalton ceramic-Mylar. The light weight Ferro-titanium endo skeleton allows for the large weapons payload and heavy armor. This unit will see extensive use it the years to come and will perform its duties flawlessly.
