MECHAFAUST

Contract No: USC-G1H-1473

Concept: Heavy MBT

Design History: Based upon several antiquated but powerful combat vehicles, notably the Swedish S-Tank of the late 20th Century, the tanks were built to be large anti armour platforms. Mounting the largest artillery weapon the AFRD has ever placed on a wheeled unit, the Mechafaust gives the USC Ground Forces a weapon capable of destroying anything on the modern battlefield.

WEAPONRY

Weaponry:

1 x 300mm ER Ultra Heavy Autocannon

1 x 12.7mm Machine Gun

2 x Decoy Launchers

Notes: The 300mm Autocannon is the largest mounted artillery piece ever placed on a ground vehicle by the AFRD. Each shell can be hurled 40km and are capable of destroying even the heaviest enemy Tanks and Mecha. The weapon is slow firing and requires a Recoil Dampening System to prevent the cannon crushing the mounting when it is fired. Exhausting plasma out the rear of the vehicle after every shot dispenses this excess energy.


Because of the main autocannon’s relatively fixed position within the hull and its slow firing rate, a machine gun is mounted by the Commander’s hatch to provide defence against infantry and aircraft attacks. Two decoy launchers are also fitted to deflect guided missiles.

ARMOUR

Armour Belt: 50-100mm (2-4”) Titanium Carbide


The armour belt on the Mechafaust is almost unbreakable by all but the heaviest weapons. It takes a point blank shot from a heavy Autocannon or a direct hit from a heavy anti-armour missile to penetrate the armoured layer of the Mechafaust. Ports are mounted inside the vehicle so USC shields can be fitted upon delivery.
