Redhen is the name given to 300 and 400 class diesel-hydraulic railcars used on the Adelaide suburban network from 1955 to 1996. Most used 2 General Motors engines but some used 2 Rolls Royce engines. Some early railcars had their radiators under the floor next to the engines but they overheat in the the hot summers that Adelaide gets, so they were rebuilt with radiators on the roof. 300 class has drivers cabs at one end only and the 400 class has cabs at both ends. 73 300 class railcars and 37 400 class railcars were built between 1955-71. They were very popular with commuters until the last one was retired in 1996.
