Washington's Crossing Memor-
ial
Site and Discuss Scheme

Now that the Washington s C'roasing
Natlional Park Commlssion named by
Governor Fort has visited the site of
the landing of Washington and his
army and has traveled over the exact
rovte of march of the army into Tren-
tom. It I8 expected that some definite
suggestions wili bhe made concurning
the proposed park at the neat meeting
of the comrnission

The comtnlasion spent two hours ) 8-
terday at Washington s Crossing The
house In which Washington had break-
